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[bookmark: _GoBack]Solomon Builds the Temple          1 Kings 5:1-5; 8:27-30, 41-43

Key Verses: “So I intend to build a house for the name of the Lord my God, as the Lord said to my father David, ‘Your son, whom I will set on your throne in your place, shall build the house for my name.’” 1 Kings 5:5

Time: 961 B.C.E.

Since Last Week: David displeased God by having a man sent to his death so that he could marry the man’s wife. As punishment, God killed their first child. The second child born to David and his wife, Bathsheba, was Solomon, whom God loved. As David’s sons grew, there were fights over who would take over David’s throne. David’s son, Absalom, did not wait for David’s death, but took the throne by secretly amassing followers who could overpower David and his men. David fled, but Absalom was killed, and David retook his throne. After David’s death, Bathsheba and the prophet, Nathan, devised a plan to make David’s firstborn, Solomon, king. Solomon became a wise and powerful king.

Background: Although God did not allow David to build a temple to be a permanent residence for God, God did allow David’s son, Solomon, to build the temple. It took seven years to build and was magnificent. It was made from the finest Cedar wood, stone, and gold. Israelites and foreigners alike were invited to the temple to pray to God.

Community: What might you learn from visiting temples and worship spaces of other faith traditions? What does your worship space say about who you are?

At Home: What can you offer to God? How can you serve God in your day-to-day activities this week?
